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KRMA’s October Highlights:
During the month of October the facility continued to maintain a high level of performance.  As this chlorination season came to an end (Oct. 31st), it marked the first time in my 8 years as Superintendent that we have completed a chlorination season without a Fecal Violation.  The staff should not only be commended for their diligence in operating the plant, but also for the repairs, maintenance, and upkeep of the newly installed chlorination equipment.  It has truly paid off.       
Also during October, we, along with Strand, had a teleconference with the IEPA to discuss comments & objections that were raised during the 30 day comment period on the Draft Permit.  We also discussed Phase 1 of the $45 million project, and the best way to finance it through the IEPA.
The preconstruction meeting for the $11.8 million SCADA Project between KRMA and J.J. Henderson also took place during the month.  Introductions were made, logistics of the project were laid out, and the notice to proceed was given.  It should be noted that because this project is about 80 to 85% equipment, there will not be a huge mobilization and construction activity.  All equipment has to be ordered and delivered prior to installation, which can take from 13 to 36 weeks in some cases. 

In advance of any equipment arriving, and any construction starting, Gingerich & Associates are on site surveying.  We also had KPRG, environmental consultants on site during the month to conduct an environmental site assessment of both the KRMA facility and the Bradley WWTP.
Also during October, the operations and maintenance staff completed 318 scheduled/preventative maintenance work orders and 74 repair orders.  At the end of October, there were 35 open work orders.  At this time, there are approximately 11 open scheduled work orders.
PAS Consulting continues to collect data for the Solar & Wind Generation Study.  He makes his monthly data available in both print and digital form for your review upon request.
